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Whereas health and disease have often been analysed predominantly
in terms of biological or natural conditions, sociologists, anthropologists
and psychologists have long demonstrated that the prevalence of diseases
iIs strongly influenced by the psychosocial situation, the environmental and
cultural conditions of individuals and groups concerned. Traditions, beliefs,
health practices and a variety of cultural factors in specific environments
play an important role in the spread and then management of disease.
Customs and social practices related to agriculture and food such as those
in China, in the Wuhan region, which resulted in the spread of Coronavirus
worldwide, have been in question, as has the intensive animal agriculture
industry in much of the West, predicted by some to be the source of future
pandemics. Accordingly, it is vital that public research investigates the
environmental and cultural as well as psychosocial factors, to provide an
in-depth analysis of external factors that can cause or limit the spread of
diseases. Equally important from social justice perspectives, is the need to
understand their effects on different population categories in different
regions of the world.

The influence of societal factors needs to be understood in historical
contexts, and within the public spheres of individual societies. These social
factors and public responses differ from one region to another, as many
diseases and their spread are related to social components that are closely
related to the cultural, religious and environmental factors of each region.

In light of the current pandemic and the universal difficulty facing
individuals, governments and societies with the spread of Covid 19, this
seminar aims to raise questions and stimulate debate to understand future
perspectives globally, and more specifically, for the Algerian society and
citizen. The seminar invites interventions focused on questions of socio-
cultural, psychological, environmental or even religious significance, and
those that may not have been raised before (at least in their present form).

What are the future impacts, globally, of the significant societal
transformations since the emergence of COVID19? What will determine
the fate of individual, societal and global responses? How successful might
the resulting national mutations and international dynamics prove? In
which forms will societies, in their new customs and practices, be
visualized on different levels and systems, including the economic and
political? What role might young people play in determining or influencing
the national and global transformations, which will take place in response
to the disease? Further questions might include, but are not limited to: What
Is the nature of the psychosocial, environmental and cultural challenges
posed by individual and societal practices in the face of the spread of the



Coronavirus (COVID-19)? What are the major implications for the
international community and for Algerian society?

1- The webinar Purposes:

The central purposes or objectives of the international webinar are to:

Determine the psychosocial, environmental, cultural characteristics
of different population categories and how these might impact their
responses and vulnerability to Coronavirus.

Investigate the new forms of societal organisation, new customs and
practices, and how these are visualized on different levels and
systems, including the psychosocial, environmental, cultural, media,
economic and political components.

Explore the capacity for resilience of different communities in facing
Coronavirus.

Analyse forms of domination and conflict strategies, and the
inclusion/exclusion, responses and resistance of young people facing
Coronavirus.

Understand and measure the psychosocial, environmental, cultural,
economic and political costs for societies and states in the future.

2- The webinar topics:

In respect of the major objectives, the main axes of the international webinar

will include:

- Modern theoretical and empirical concepts related to the

pandemic, with a focus on psychological and sociological aspects.

- Adaptation, activism and resistance of young people in light of

the pandemic.

- The relationship between the various local, national and

international trends, , including their psychosocial, environmental
and cultural dimensions.

- New practices and customs expected within societies at the

behavioural level of individuals and groups.

- Exposing and evaluating international, regional, national and

local experiences responding to Coronavirus.
